Read some teachers’ opinions about types of lesson plans and decide which type you would like to make yourself. Why? 
Sonja

I depend on the learners to give me information so I can plan a class. I have a card that goes back and forth every week. I hand out a card to each learner on the beginning of the first day and I ask them to write information on the card: their own name and things like that and also what they think their needs are. And every week I hand back the card and they have an opportunity of adding to the card what they now think they need as opposed to what they did in the beginning. So I have continual feedback from them as I'm preparing.

Stephanie

I try to divide my class into approximately 15-20 minute connected micro lessons to create a sense of variety. I use my written plan in class as a check list. I put a check mark next to each item as it is completed. That way I know where I am when 1 glance at my plan during the lesson, and it is easy to find my place.

Cindy 

I have a general idea of what I want to do in a week but I never plan out the whole week in advance because I never know how far I'm going to get. Basically, I have a notebook which I divide into double pages. Each pair of pages eventually has a whole week of plans on it. The right hand page has the day planned out and it has little notes to myself of what I want to do first, what I want to do second; I even write things down like collect homework, otherwise I forget it. Then the facing page is where t put all my little charts and the examples I want to use. I also write notes there to remind me to talk to learners, because I never remember those type of things but perhaps I want to follow-up on a conversation we had. I always keep my notebooks for a couple of years, and I go back and I refer to them, so I use them a lot.

Krys

Very often I start writing down things that I want to have in the lesson, in a very chaotic manner, topics and activities, anything: I brainstorm. I start brainstorming, and then usually I have two or three versions and third version is the closest to what it should be like. I simply write down anything that has to be in there and then I re-organise everything. You couldn't really call it a lesson plan.

Jon

I plan everything in my head. All of it. I write a few things down usually. Partly I remember because I've taught courses before, and it's partly improvising as well. Improvising helps me a lot. There are always situations when you plan to do some things, but then you find out that they don't work, so you try something else. The plan doesn't work
