· What considerations can you develop in studying this structure as relevant for your school setting?

 Level 1 Analyzing needs
Considerations

Situation analysis: What tasks are involved in the study area? Can the tasks be divided into subtasks?

What type of needs to investigate (objective and or subjective, immediate/long term, skills and/or tasks)?

What is the nature of the students' difficulties in this language – based skills? (Linguistic, conceptual, cultural)

Level 2 investigating specialist discourse

Considerations

Which linguistic forms and features to investigate?

What data to collect (relevant literature, description of corpora)?

What primary data to collect? (Texts,  observations, self – report interviews)?

How to analyze the texts/discourse from the target community of practice?

Level 3 determining the curriculum

Considerations

How to focus of the course (wide – , narrow  –   angled)?

How to deliver the course (web –  based, classes, and workshops, on – site or off  – site)?

What units to include in the syllabus and how to sequence them? 

How to evaluate learning (with reference to the final or the way stage criteria or performance objectives used in the community of practice)?

What materials to develop and what types of tasks to include (pedagogical descriptions of discourse and tasks that make use of activities of the study area)?
