5. Does the content help to increase the students' knowledge about various cultural and ethnic groups, including their own?

6. Does the content and strategies increase students' ability to see and think with a multicultural perspective?

7. Does the lesson content help to correct distortions of the historical, literary, or scientific record?

8. Does the content provide knowledge or skills, or promotes attitudinal development, that will help the students to participate in the democratic institutions of their society?

9. Does the content contribute to the students’ learning about different cultural and ethnic groups? 
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
