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Task 1 

Choose an experience to write about:

1) Select one of the topics listed above, or use one of your own. 

Accommodation problems during your vocation

2) Write the topic down

Note: A personal narrative should focus on one event. Writing about the topic that is too broad make it difficult to keep your writing focused for the reader.

· Do the brainstorming – write down as many ideas about a topic as you can, limit a broad subject to a specific event.

· Do clustering that will help you to associate different aspects of that experience until you choose one specific event. 

3)  Free writing – a way to explore thoughts and personal experiences. Free writing is about a subject for a set amount of time without worrying about organization, punctuation, or grammar. Before free writing, create a clear picture in your mind of the specific event that you are writing about (be specific about place, weather, time, people, characters, objects).

· Free write about each individual category to find specific thoughts and feelings about your topic that you might not have been aware before.

· Later read what you have written and identify ideas that may be used to further develop your topic. 

· List aspects of your topic in specific categories. Then, free-write several sentences about each category. Write down three important ideas about your topic that you discovered in your free writing.

4) Composing Write your personal narrative of three or more paragraphs:

· Suggestions for writing  the first draft:

· Refer to the list of events that you organized earlier

· Make sure that your main ideas in sentences are clear

· Use the transition words that you choose to help organize detailed sentences

· Indicate your feelings about the experience in addition to describing the event

One of the ways to revise your writing is by discussing your work with a classmate.

Discussion points, content checklist:

· Tell the writer your first impression.

· What interested you? What did you like best?

· Which parts were hard to understand and need to be clearer?

· Does the narrative tell about an experience that happened to the writer?

· Is the narrative written from the first – person point of view?

· Does the narrative mention the time, events, and the people involved?

· Does the narrative indicate the writer’s feelings about the experience?
