Exercise 14 Guidelines for a teacher.

Procedure:

Copy the cards (see the attachment below) on to cardstock (if available) or paper. Cut them up. Distribute one card per participant. (If you have a large class, you can either have participants work in pairs or you could divide the class in two and use two sets of cards.) Instruct participants that they are going to walk around the room and survey seven of their groupmates on their question. They may take notes as they listen to their groupmates' responses. Allow around 15-20 minutes for participants to conduct their surveys (some questions might be omitted, e.g. the one about office romances). Monitor and circulate. Then, bring the class back together and have individual participants report back on their results. Encourage group discussion.
Exercise 15 Online resources 

1 Participants work on http://www.eslpartyland.com/quiz-center/jobs.htm. This is a multiple choice task, and participants click on the correct answer which best relates to the sentence above, e.g. I bring you your dinner in a restaurant. After dinner I bring the check. Remember to leave me a tip. A is a cook, B is a waiter, C is a hostess and D is a bus person. The correct answer is B. To find the correct answer participants, are allowed to consult their personal or virtual dictionaries. When participants choose the correct answer the smiley appears. If they make a mistake, they see the cross in front of the chosen answer and the sentence ‘Sorry! Try again.’
2 Participants work on http://www.esl-lounge.com/student/vocabulary/1v6-elementary-job-definitions-exercise.php. The task is to choose a job from the box that matches the definition and to write the name of the job in the space. 8 professions are given in the box. After completing the task, participant clicks on ‘Mark Answers’ and then the separate window with comments opens.  If participant’s answers are correct, then they read ‘You scores 8 out of 8. This gives you a grade of A.’ If participants have a mistake/ mistakes, they read a phrase ‘Incorrect. Actual answer was: politician.’ Then they may repeat the task until they have acquired definitions for these 8 professions.

3 Participants work on http://www.esl-lounge.com/student/vocabulary/1v7-which-job.php. This is a multiple choice task, and participants choose the correct job to go with the description. After completing the task, participant clicks on ‘Mark Answers’.

4 Watch the video clip on http://www.esolcourses.com/content/englishforwork/business-english/vocabulary-quizzes/entrepreneur.html. After you have watched the video, use the words from the box to fill in gaps in the text.
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
